    Reasons for going to Ecuador

and Director of Development Aaron 
Petersen. All three of us do numerous 
other jobs around the ministry, as well as 
give tours of I-Tec and answer people’s 
questions about the work. So, when the 
opportunity arose to accompany Steve 
and the tour group, we jumped at the 
chance to go along. This was a unique 
opportunity to see first hand the things 
that we have been trying to verbally 
explain to people who call asking 
questions about the land of Ecuador.    

 Evaluating Camp Mangayacu

While in Ecuador, we stopped and 
examined a Christian Camp located about 
an hour north of Shell Meta. Camp 
Mangayacu had been built with a North 
American style by the Gospel Missionary 
Union. It has ample dorm space, 
comfortably sleeping over 120 people.  It 
has modern bathrooms with hot showers, 
a large commercial kitchen, a large dining 
room, a large chapel area, several 
dedicated study areas, and a covered full 
court gym. The buildings are situated on a 
large plot of land. There is good soil and 
enough room for the first students to plant 
the gardens which will be maintained by 
students during their training time there. 

The land has a stream that runs through it. 
It is presently a swimming hole, but Steve 
has plans to begin a fish farm, with the 
people growing and harvesting the tilapia 
fish to provide meat for the school.   



Presently, the camp is little used, and the 
church that owns it is excited about the 
prospects of the camp being used in a 
greater capacity. Steve met with the 
pastor and began negotiating the 
possibility for I-Tec to purchase, lease, or 
use the camp for an indigenous people’s 
training facility. 
    

      South American Coalition  

 
The December Flyer tells of the Trans-
Amazonian Network meetings. The 
Trans-Amazonian network was made up 
of seven leaders who had come together 
from five South American nations to form 
a coalition. These leaders had been 
chosen to be representatives by their 
people groups. The organization now 
exists to represent the tribal people, 
giving them a much needed voice and 
allowing them to more effectively reach 
their own people for Christ. To help fund 
the meetings, Steve guided a North 
American church group down to Ecuador. 
The tour was jointly organized by I-Tec’s 
Steve Saint and by ALTECO’s Jay 
Jackson. The tour helped defray some of 
the delegate’s travel expenses, helped 
shuttle some of the delegates around, 
encouraged them and prayed with them. 
There is the possibility that Steve will 
organize another group to go next year. 
The generated funds would be used to 
defray next year’s expenses.    

First Annual Ecuador Counsel 

 
Tribal believers from several Ecuadorian 
tribes met as well. They addressed needs 
within the Ecuadorian boundaries, prayed 
and discussed solutions. The week long 
meetings are expected to be held annually 
in one of the South American Countries. 
The week long tour should also become 
an annual event.
