      Trans-Amazonian Network  

 
In November, seven leaders came 
together from five South American 
nations and formed the Trans-Amazonian 
Network. These leaders had been chosen 
to be representatives for their people 
groups. The organization exists to 
represent the tribal people, giving them a 
much needed voice and allowing them to 
more effectively reach their people for 
Christ. To help fund the meetings, Steve 
took a North American church group 
down to Ecuador. The tour (organized 
jointly by Steve and ALTECO’s Jay 
Jackson) helped defray expenses, helped 
shuttle delegates around, encouraged the 
delegates, and helped them pray.  

 
The Trans-Amazonian Network meetings 
are expected to be held annually in one of 
the South American Countries. The week 
long tour should also become an annual 
event.

While in Ecuador, Steve and the group 
stopped and examined a Christian Camp 
located several miles north of Shell Mera. 
Camp Mangayacu, built by the Gospel 
Missionary Union, is now owned by an 
evangelical church in Puyo, an hour away 
by bus. Steve met with the pastor and 
began negotiating the possibility for I-Tec 
to purchase, lease, or use the camp for an 
indigenous people’s training facility.
