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Upgrading the Milling Machine 

 
Requirements in the shop were more 
complex than our old milling machine 
could produce, so we determined that a 
better mill was necessary. The drilling 
head of the new mill, a Birmingham 
Vertical Turret Milling Machine, has the 
ability to process a surface at any angle. 
Since its installation in early May, the 
machine has been used to produce new 
parts for several projects.       

   

Dental Research Project 

 In May, a team from the University of Kentucky 
College of Dentistry traveled to Tamale, Ghana, 
Africa to evaluate the mPower lay dental training 
program (which utilizes I-Tec's I-Dent series of 
equipment). The purpose of this study was to 
evaluate 3 and 7 day surgical outcomes of 2 
groups of clinicians. One group consisted of two 
US trained dentists and the other was made up of 
four lay dentists that had completed the lay 
dental training program in 2005.  Experienced 
dental evaluators, Dr. Rob Kovarik, D.M.D. and 
Dr. Judith Skelton, PhD, saw each patient at the 
3 and 7 day evaluation and were completely 
blind as to which clinician treated the patients 
they evaluated. The study will endure the highest 
scrutiny due to the professional standards that 
were followed by these experts in the field of 
public health. The results, still pending, will be 
posted next month.
